· Special Meeting Minutes – October 19, 2016
Upon a motion by Carol Noel, seconded by Hank Pawlowski, the Commission Voted (5-0) to approve the Regular Meeting minutes for the October 19, 2016 meeting.
ZONE CHANGE APPLICATION:  40 Phelps Street – Under Section 713; Zoning Map change from Residence 4 (R-4) to Business 5 (B-5) zoning district.

Assessor’s Map-Lot:  13-373

Applicant:  Costa East LLC
Upon a motion by John Ryan, seconded by Carol Noel, the Commission Voted (5-0) to approve the above zone change application with the following conditions:

2. Final plans are to be signed and stamped (ink & impression) by the Professional Engineer, Land Surveyor, or Architect, as appropriate to the plan sheet.
SITE PLAN MODIFICATION:  8 Eastern Park Road – Under Section 702; new 64.5 ft. x 22 ft. loading dock building addition to the south side of the building and site improvements including one 15 ft. x 15 ft. concrete pad, new transformer and utilities  for “Peening Technologies”.

Assessor’s Map-Lot:  39-52

Applicant:  Capital Studio Architects, LLC

Upon a motion by John Ryan, seconded by Hank Pawlowski, the Commission Voted (5-0) to approve the above site plan modification application with the following conditions:
1. In evaluating this application, the Planning and Zoning Commission has relied upon information provided by the applicant and, if such information subsequently proves to be false, deceptive, incomplete, and/or inaccurate, this permit shall be modified, suspended or revoked.

2. Final plans are to be signed and stamped (ink & impression) by the Professional Engineer, Land Surveyor, or Architect, as appropriate to the plan sheet.
3. New site lighting cannot exceed 0.5 foot-candles at the property line.

SITE PLAN APPLICATION:  735 Silver Lane – Under Section 702 and 210; construction of a 7,500 sq. ft. “Dollar General” store with 30 parking spaces and associated utilities, stormwater management system, site lighting, and landscaping, and also a request to modify the sign requirements to have three (3) business signs not to exceed fifty percent (50%) of the maximum required sign area.

Assessor’s Map-Lot:  34-108  

Applicant:  Garrett Homes, LLC

Upon a motion by Mary Whaples, seconded by Carol Noel, the Commission Voted (5-0) to approve the above site plan application with the following conditions:
1. In evaluating this application, the Planning and Zoning Commission has relied upon information provided by the applicant and, if such information subsequently proves to be false, deceptive, incomplete, and/or inaccurate, this permit shall be modified, suspended or revoked.

2. Final plans are to be signed and stamped (ink & impression) by the Professional Engineer, Land Surveyor, or Architect, as appropriate to the plan sheet.
3.    Lots are to be combined before construction commences.  Add a note to the plans.

4.    Provide test pit data in the area of the proposed detention basin.  The borings taken to date do not 
       provide the necessary information to determine that the proposed detention basin will function as 
       designed.  With drought conditions at the time the borings were taken, it is not possible to determine 
       the normal high groundwater elevation without digging a test pit in the area of the proposed detention 
       basin and observing mottled soil, an indicator of historic groundwater elevation.  Also, provide an 
       estimated time that it will take for the detention basin to empty after a rain event.
5.    Show proposed tree locations on Sightline Plan sheet.

6.    Reduce light output to 0.5 foot-candle or less at rear property line.  There is about 180 LF that 
       exceeds the allowable maximum.

7.    Provide a plan showing truck turning movements for trucks accessing the site from the west.  Only 
       eastbound access is currently shown.

SOIL EROSION AND SEDIMENTATION CONTROL APPLICATION:  735 Silver Lane – Under Section 217; disturbance of approximately 51,171 sq. ft. of land for construction of a new 7,500 sq. ft. “Dollar General” store.

Assessor’s Map-Lot:  34-108  

Applicant:  Garrett Homes, LLC

Upon a motion by John Ryan, seconded by Mary Whaples, the Commission Voted (5-0) to approve the above soil erosion and sedimentation control application with the following conditions:
1. In evaluating this application, the Planning and Zoning Commission has relied upon information provided by the applicant and, if such information subsequently proves to be false, deceptive, incomplete, and/or inaccurate, this permit shall be modified, suspended or revoked.

2. Final plans are to be signed and stamped (ink & impression) by the Professional Engineer, Land Surveyor, or Architect, as appropriate to the plan sheet.
3. Add name of responsible person to E&S notes on Sheet EC-2.
4. Applicant to provide a soil and sedimentation control bond in the amount of $14,100.00.

· BOND SETTING:  735 Silver Lane – Soil erosion and sedimentation control bond in the amount 
             of $14,100 for building construction.
Upon a motion by John Ryan, seconded by Mary Whaples, the Commission Voted (5-0) to set the soil erosion and sedimentation control bond in the amount of $14,100 for building construction on 735 Silver Lane.

· Chair Bonzani and Town Planner Cormier discussed an issue with regards to a construction staging area located at Warren Drive and Silver Lane.  Several complaints have been received from residents about the lack of silt fencing, construction fencing, and dust being blown around from dirt stockpiles on the site.  The Commission directed the Town Planner to address maintenance of construction staging areas by creating a text amendment to require standards and an approval process.
