The Town proposes to construct two (2) segments of a bituminous concrete multi-use trail (part of the East Coast Greenway). The first is from the Charter Oak Bridge (at Great River Park) extending south and east to Willow Street and ending at Main Street (SR 517) - a length of approximately 4,300 linear feet.  The second segment is from the south end of Simmons Road at Silver Lane extending north and then east along I-84 to the existing trail near Forbes Street - a length of approximately 6,500 linear feet.  Work also includes other appurtenant work such as fencing, accessible ramps, concrete barrier wall, signage, pavement markings and maintenance and protection of traffic.

Sealed Bids for the above-referenced project will be received at the office of the Purchasing Department, Town Hall, 740 Main Street, East Hartford, CT  06108 until 11 A.M., WEDNESDAY, JULY 8, 2015 at which time and place said bids will be opened publicly and read.

The Town will conduct a MANDATORY PRE-BID MEETING on WEDNESDAY, JUNE 24, 2015 AT 10 A.M.  AT THE TOWN HALL SECOND FLOOR, WELLING CONFERENCE ROOM, 740 MAIN ST., EAST HARTFORD, CT 06108.  Bids submitted by firms who have not attended or were not represented at the pre-bid meeting will be rejected and returned unopened.

A minimum of five percent (5%) of the awarded contract shall be performed by a disadvantaged business enterprise (DBE) as certified by the Connecticut Department of Transportation.  The Bidder must indicate the DBE it intends to utilize to achieve the stated percentage.

All bidders are required to inform themselves fully of the conditions related to the construction and labor under which the Work will be performed.

Bid security in the form of a 33% bid bond, payable to the Town of East Hartford, is required of all bidders and Payment & Performance Bonds will be required of the awarded bidder.

The Town reserves the right to reject any or all bids, or any part of all bids, to waive any informality, and reserves all other rights as detailed in the Contract Documents when such action is in the best interest of the Town. The Town is an equal opportunity employer. Contractor must comply with all Federal, State and Local requirements under this contract.All bidders are requested to note that the award of this Contract is subject to the following conditions and contingencies:
