· BOND RELEASE:  411 Connecticut Boulevard – Bond release in the amount of $1,485 for soil erosion and sedimentation control measures for parking lot improvements. 
Upon a motion by Travis Simpson, seconded by John Ryan, the Commission Voted (7-0) to release the 
soil erosion and sedimentation control bond for parking lot improvements at 411 Connecticut Boulevard.
MISCELLANEOUS
· Mobilitie Telecommunication Towers

Town Planner Jeffrey Cormier updated the Commissioners on the Mobilitie proposal to erect cell towers in town right-of-ways in East Hartford – corner of Burnside Ave at Mary Street, Burnside Ave at Walnut, Burnside Ave at Scotland Road and Main Street at High Street. 
· It was the consensus of the Commission to share with the Town Council its background information on the parking of recreational vehicles and motor homes in residential areas.
