APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES
Cmsr. Morrison moved to APPROVE the March 22, 2016 meeting minutes
Cmsr. Watkins seconded

OLD BUSINESS:
A. File #2016-005, Application of Goodwin College to conduct a regulated activity in an Inland Wetlands area in conjunction with a project to construct 3,200 LF of recreational walking trail with signage and benches within the South Meadows on land owned by Goodwin College.

Mr. Galen Sempron of Zuvic Carr Assoc. spoke on behalf of the application.
Cmsr. Morrison voted to REMOVE the application from the table.

Cmsr. Roczynski seconded

Cmsr. Roczynski voted to APPROVE the application with the following conditions:

1. The permit is non-transferable without the written consent of the Town of East Hartford Inland Wetlands – Environment Commission.

2. Soil sedimentation and erosion controls acceptable to the Town Engineer are to be maintained at all times.

3. All work in the Inland Wetlands and/or Inland Wetland Upland Review Area shall be commenced within five (5) years from the effective date.  The activity shall be completed within one (1) year from the commencement of the activity.

4. Written notice shall be submitted to the Town Engineer 48 hours prior to the starting date of the approved activity.

5. In evaluating this application, the Inland Wetlands - Environment Commission has relied on information provided by the applicant, and if such information subsequently proves to be false, deceptive, incomplete and/or inaccurate, this permit shall be modified, suspended, or revoked.

6. Approval is granted based on the maps submitted with the application with plans dated 12/2015 as revised to 03-07-2016.

7. Final plans are to bear the original signature and original seal of the Professional Engineer and/or Land Surveyor licensed in the state of Connecticut who is responsible for the work.

8. Demonstrate that the proposed bare ground trail tread is appropriate for an area that is subject to regular river flooding and what effects from flooding might be expected on the unprotected soils.  Also discuss the possible effects of river flooding on the paved portion.

9. Add a note to the plans stating entire parcel is in the flood zone and upland review areas.

10. Show where trail users are going to park and how they are going to access the trail system.

11. Show how construction equipment will access the work areas and anti-tracking pad.

12. Grades appear to be missing from the drawings between stations 4+50 and 12+00.  Grading provided appears to be derived from MDC information which is NGVD 1988 yet plans indicate vertical datum is 1929.

13. Define the end of the proposed trail on sheet C-3.  Labels 10+00 and 10+18 appear to overlap.

14. State where material excavated from the base of the paved portion of the trails will be disposed of.  Show temporary stockpile and associated erosion controls.

15. Provide additional information and details as to how the run-off will be handled for both the paved and unpaved sections.

B. File #2016-006, Application for permit modification and extension of Permit # 2014-019, Pratt & Whitney Division of United Technologies to conduct a regulated activity in the inland wetlands and inland wetlands upland review area to perform remedial soil excavation and off-site disposal at 1 Pent Road, East Hartford (aka 125 High Street).
Mr. Lucas Hellerich of AECOM and Mr. Thomas Salimeno of Loureiro Engineering Associates spoke on behalf of the application.

Cmsr. Morrison voted to REMOVE the application from the table.

1. The permit is non-transferable without the written consent of the Town of East Hartford Inland Wetlands – Environment Commission.

2. Soil sedimentation and erosion controls acceptable to the Town Engineer are to be maintained at all times.

3. All work in the Inland Wetlands and/or Inland Wetland Upland Review Area shall be commenced within five (5) years from the effective date.  The activity shall be completed within eighteen (18) months from the commencement of the activity.

4. Written notice shall be submitted to the Town Engineer 48 hours prior to the starting date of the approved activity.

5. In evaluating this application, the Inland Wetlands - Environment Commission has relied on information provided by the applicant, and if such information subsequently proves to be false, deceptive, incomplete and/or inaccurate, this permit shall be modified, suspended, or revoked.

6. Approval is granted based on the maps submitted with the application with plans dated March 7, 2016 as revised to March 31, 2016.

7. Final plans are to bear the original signature and original seal of the Professional Engineer and/or Land Surveyor licensed in the state of Connecticut who is responsible for the work.
