OLD BUSINESS
A. Application #2014-023 of Michael Kreipovich for establishing a 2-lot subdivision at 585 Goodwin Street, East Hartford, CT 

Michael Kreipovich spoke on behalf of the application.

Cmsr. Morrison moved to REMOVE the application from the table

Cmsr. Watkins moved to APPROVE the application with the following conditions:

1. The permit is non-transferable without the written consent of the Town of East Hartford Inland Wetlands – Environment Commission.

2. Soil sedimentation and erosion controls acceptable to the Town Engineer are to be maintained at all times.

3. All work in the Inland Wetlands and/or Inland Wetland Upland Review Area shall be commenced within five (5) years from the effective date.  The activity shall be completed within one (1) year from the commencement of the activity.

4. Written notice shall be submitted to the Town Engineer 48 hours prior to the starting date of the approved activity.

5. In evaluating this application, the Inland Wetlands - Environment Commission has relied on information provided by the applicant, and if such information subsequently proves to be false, deceptive, incomplete and/or inaccurate, this permit shall be modified, suspended, or revoked.

6. Approval is granted based on the maps submitted with the application with plans dated October, 2014

7. Final plans are to be signed and stamped (ink and impression) by the Professional Land Surveyor.

8. Provide all of the necessary required soil sedimentation and erosion control information outlined in section 5.4K.  Include details including but not limited to silt fence, hay bales, inlet protection, construction entrance.

9. Add a note that all disturbed areas are to be restored with 6” of topsoil and turf establishment.

10. Provide a legend.

11. Show all property lines completely.

12. Provide a benchmark and datum on the property.

13. Depict the zoning district boundary on the plans.

14. Provide assessor’s map and lot numbers for all lots and abutters.

15. Provide existing condition information and existing contours to within 200 feet of subdivision boundaries.

16. Graphically depict the proposed limits of clearing on the plan.

17. Review the proposed grading, there appears to be proposed contour information that is missing.  Provide contours at 1’ intervals; add spot grades at corners of buildings and paved areas.

18. Graphically depict all proposed grading on the plans - existing and proposed contours to extend 100 feet beyond subdivision boundaries.

19. Provide all necessary construction details, including but not limited to bituminous pavement section (driveway), permanent road patch, trench section, etc.

20. Provide additional information regarding the soil types and vegetation as per Section 8.4 of the inland wetland regulations.
21. Provide additional information regarding the septic system on lot #1. Indicate system components, size, setbacks, etc.   
22. Future activities resulting in a disturbance in the regulated area will require a separate permit application.

23. The applicant shall comply with section 12.10.c of the inland wetland regulations.
