OLD BUSINESS
A. File #2015-015 Application of TO Design, LLC to conduct a regulated activity in the inland wetland upland review area in conjunction with the relocation of existing parking areas associated with the rehabilitation of the Veteran’s Terrace apartments. Activities include removal of existing impervious surfaces, addition of walks and parking spaces; located at Veteran’s Terrace, 70 Columbus Street (aka 3-59 Columbus Circle, 62-102 Columbus Street, 126-138 Columbus Street Extension, 2-50 Columbus Circle).

1. The permit is non-transferable without the written consent of the Town of East Hartford Inland Wetlands – Environment Commission.

2. Soil sedimentation and erosion controls acceptable to the Town Engineer are to be maintained at all times.

3. All work in the Inland Wetlands and/or Inland Wetland Upland Review Area shall be commenced within five (5) years from the effective date.  The activity shall be completed within one (1) year from the commencement of the activity.

4. Written notice shall be submitted to the Town Engineer 48 hours prior to the starting date of the approved activity.

5. In evaluating this application, the Inland Wetlands - Environment Commission has relied on information provided by the applicant, and if such information subsequently proves to be false, deceptive, incomplete and/or inaccurate, this permit shall be modified, suspended, or revoked.

6. Approval is granted based on the maps submitted with the application with plans dated August 10, 2015 as revised to November 18, 2015.

7. Final plans are to be signed and stamped (ink & impression) by the Professional Engineer and/or Land Surveyor licensed in the state of Connecticut who is responsible for the work.
8. Layout Plan

a. Connecticut Department of Energy and Environmental General Permit for Stormwater Discharge and Dewatering Wastewaters from Construction Activities including a Stormwater Pollution Control Plan are required as the area of disturbance exceeds 5 acres.

b. Provide the Town of East Hartford with drainage easements for the existing 24” tile drainage outlet for the roadway drainage system. 
9. Utility Plan

a. Provide data on and the impacts to all of the utilities including but not limited to storm sewers, drainage structures, yard drains, sanitary sewers, water mains, electrical, natural gas, all utility services, etc.

B. File #2015-020, Application of The Metropolitan District to conduct a regulated activity in the inland wetlands upland review area in conjunction with the construction of 4,300 linear feet of 8” DIP water main and 160 linear feet of 6” DIP to replace existing water mains.  Remove and replace existing curbing; mill & overlay roadway; reclaim roadway; remove & restore disturbed curbs, sidewalks, driveway aprons, and associated surfaces.  Work to take place on Silver Lane, Simmons Road, Clement Road, Cumberland Drive, and Gould Drive.

3. All work in the Inland Wetlands and/or Inland Wetland Upland Review Area shall be commenced within five (5) years from the effective date.  The activity shall be completed within one (1) year from the commencement of the activity.

4. Written notice shall be submitted to the Town Engineer 48 hours prior to the starting date of the approved activity.

5. In evaluating this application, the Inland Wetlands - Environment Commission has relied on information provided by the applicant, and if such information subsequently proves to be false, deceptive, incomplete and/or inaccurate, this permit shall be modified, suspended, or revoked.

6. Approval is granted based on the maps submitted with the application with plans dated October 2015.

7. Final plans are to be signed and stamped (ink & impression) by the Professional Engineer and/or Land Surveyor licensed in the state of Connecticut who is responsible for the work.

8. The 1”=200’ Scale Inland Wetlands Map should be provided at full scale, not reduced.  This map should also show the areas of proposed work.

9. Details shown on the detail sheets should conform to the Town of East Hartford Manual of Technical Design regarding road repair items including trench sections, road construction, curbing, sidewalks and other appurtenances.  Include a note for trench repairs that states if the existing pavement thickness is greater than that shown on the detail, then that greater pavement thickness shall be used for the repair.

4. Written notice shall be submitted to the Town Engineer 48 hours prior to the starting date of the approved activity.

5. In evaluating this application, the Inland Wetlands - Environment Commission has relied on information provided by the applicant, and if such information subsequently proves to be false, deceptive, incomplete and/or inaccurate, this permit shall be modified, suspended, or revoked.

6. Approval is granted based on the maps submitted with the application with plans dated October 13, 2015 as revised to Nov 17, 2015.

7. Final plans are to be signed and stamped (ink & impression) by the Professional Engineer and/or Land Surveyor licensed in the state of Connecticut who is responsible for the work.

8. Within WL #PW-1 there have been a number of invasive plant species identified. An eradication and wetland enhancement plan shall be prepared along with a maintenance plan to remove the invasive plant species as part of this application to improve functions and values of an onsite wetland the site drains to.

9. Site Engineering and Drainage Design Report

1)
Per section 5 of the Town of East Hartford Manual of Technical Design the minimum self-cleaning velocity is 3.0 feet per second. There are a number of pipes sections that do not meet this requirement. The applicant has requested an exception to these standards and the applicant shall affix to the drawing and application documents the requirements of the as-built drainage system that varies from the criteria described in the Town of East Hartford Manual of Technical Design.

2)
The applicant shall label watershed (Pond 4) on the WS-PU sheet with the applicable curve number, Tc, and drainage areas.
