Ted Fravel reported on the following:

Tim Bockus  reported on the following:


· 628 Forbes Street – removed dead tree (this was the tree that EverSource used to anchor wires.)
· VMC – 3 or 4 dead trees (highway side) will be removed.

· The lights are now working at VMC (EverSource came to correct the issue.)

· Leaf collection is beginning.
