Proposed activities include the installation of underdrains; installation of new base and sub base materials in the driveway; milling paving the parking lot, located at 76 Meadow Street.

3. All work in the Inland Wetlands and/or Inland Wetland Upland Review Area shall be commenced within five (5) years from the effective date.  The activity shall be completed within one (1) year from the commencement of the activity.

4. Written notice shall be submitted to the Town Engineer 48 hours prior to the starting date of the approved activity.

5. In evaluating this application, the Inland Wetlands - Environment Commission has relied on information provided by the applicant, and if such information subsequently proves to be false, deceptive, incomplete and/or inaccurate, this permit shall be modified, suspended, or revoked.

6. Approval is granted based on the maps submitted with the application with plans dated 8/11/2014 and revised to 9/19/2014.

7. Final plans are to be signed and stamped (ink & impression) by the Professional Engineer, Land Surveyor, or Architect licensed in the state of Connecticut who is responsible for the work.

8. Provide copy of 1”=200’ Inland Wetland Map depicting the location of the proposed activity.
9. The plan narrative provided states “there is no proposed work in the upland review area under this cover”.  Please clarify the narrative.

10. Please provide a written response to the above comments.
