Commercial Rehabilitation








$14,000

Funding for limited façade improvements to commercial properties along major 
thoroughfares in low to moderate income areas, including, but not limited to sign 
replacement.  Eligible activity under 24 CFR 570.202(a)(3), meets HUD national 
objective criteria under 24 CFR 570.208(a)(1)(i).
